The Geoconservation Commission of the Geological Society of London and the UK’s
conservation agencies are convening a seminar to consider the best options for conserving
geodiversity in a changing climate.

The day-long event will be held at the University of Chester on 4 June 2009 and will examine:

e the impacts of climate change and how they will affect sites that are valued for their
geological and geomorphological interests;

e the implications for the future management of sites; and

e how geomorphological processes in the wider landscape will adapt under this changing
regime.

Participants will be geoconservation practitioners (the national conservation agencies, RIGS
groups, Geology Trusts, geodiversity academics, conservation bodies and others) and the
seminar will contribute to the UK Geodiversity Action Plan.

Keynote speeches will cover future climate change scenarios from the UK Climate Impacts
Programme (UKCIP), likely social and economic changes and the impacts on physical processes.
A summary of the work done to date in relation to impacts on geodiversity will also be provided.

The day will include workshops which discuss the impact of climate change on a number of
broad geodiversity types, including exposures, active processes, integrity sites and soils. The
workshops will identify key issues, research and monitoring requirements, and communication
needs to promote a wider understanding of conserving geodiversity in a changing climate.
